Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on the Proposed Sale of City Owned Real Estate..  Lyman asked the City Administrator if any objections or comments had been submitted, there were none.  Lyman asked those present for any comments or objects, none were made.  Whereupon, Mayor Lyman declared the public hearing closed.

Visser introduced Resolution #2020-32 “A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE SALE OF PROPERTY BETWEEN THE CITY OF SANBORN AND LUKE DAGEL” and moved the same be adopted.  Seconded by Back, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

A discussion was held regarding the town siren that used to go off at 7:00 am, 12:00 pm, 1:00 pm, and 6:00 pm.  A decision was made last year to turn the daily siren off after one of the City’s weather alert sirens went down.  The daily siren was tied in to the weather alert system.  Visitor’s Glenda Schirmer Miller, Kent Miller, and Leila Reitsma expressed their concerns about the sirens being off, and requested that the council consider turning them back on.  The council explained that the City received many complaints each year about the sirens going off each day when they were on.  The visitors requested a compromise.  Motion Reitsma, seconded by Visser to turn the daily siren back on, but only at the times of 12 pm and 6 pm, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Back introduced Resolution #2020-33 “A RESOLUTION APPROVING BOND PURCHASE AGREEMENT FOR THE SALE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2020 THEREUNDER AND AUTHORIZING CALL OF OUTSTANDING BONDS”.  Seconded by Reitsma, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Pay Request 5 for the Water Treatment Plant was presented before the council from Hoogendoorn Construction in the amount of $694,349.59.  Motion Back, seconded by Visser to approve the pay request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Pay Request 21 for the Wastewater Treatment Plant was presented before the council from PKG Contracting in the amount of $71,357.40. Motion Visser, seconded by Reitsma to approve the pay request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Reitsma, and Back.

NAYES: None.

Motion carried 4-0.

Final Pay Request for the East 1st Street Project was presented before the council from Hulstein Excavating in the amount of $10,373.12.  Motion Back, seconded by Visser to approve the pay request, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Reitsma, and Back.

Motion carried: 4-0.

A demolition incentive requested was submitted for 805 Floyd Street.  Motion Reitsma, seconded by Visser to approve the incentive request upon completion of demolition, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Motion carried 4-0.

Under old business, the council discussed the need for the cubicle style mailboxes at the new development.  It was the consensus of the council to plan on putting half of the mailboxes on one street, and the other half on a separate street.  Zeutenhorst also communicated to the council that the City Office will be working on going through and updating the City Code.  Zeutenhorst to bring requested changes to the council as change ideas are made. Wiekamp inquired about the drainage issue causing erosion in the gravel road at the Maris Estates Development.  Zeutenhorst informed him that they plan to take care of that issue when the excavation crew is here for the water project. Visser inquired about the relocation of the tree dump.    
Under new business, the council discussed the replacement of the Fire Department’s tanker truck.  Lyman mentioned that the townships may be contacted to request a contribution towards the new truck.  Lyman presented a quote from Midwest Fire, and let the council know that the fire department would be discussing options at their fire meeting, and would report back to the council.
The next regular City Council meeting will be scheduled for Monday, November 9th, 2020 at 5:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of Sanborn City Hall. 
There being no further business to come before the Council, Motion Back, seconded by Visser to adjourn at 6:18 p.m. Motion carried 4-0.
