Members of the Sanborn Golf Board (Jennings, Koerselman, and Alberts) presented their request to the Council to finance new golf carts for the golf course. The carts are currently being leased from year to year, and the present board would like to move away from leasing. The carts would be purchased from Speeds which would effectively void the current 5 – year rental lease agreement at no additional cost. The Council discussed the need for the golf course to begin allocating funds each year to a separate equipment replacement fund to repair and upgrade the carts as needed. Motion Devitt, seconded by Visser to purchase the 12 carts, with a maximum cost of $72,000 total. Upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Motion carried: 5-0. 

Mayor Lyman announced that this was the time and place to hold a public hearing on the Proposed Property Tax Levy for Fiscal Year 2022-2023. Lyman asked the City Administrator if any objections or comments had been submitted, there were none.  Lyman asked those present for any comments or objects, none were made.  Whereupon, Mayor Lyman declared the public hearing closed.

Back introduced Resolution #2022-03 “A RESOLUTION APPROVING A MAXIMUM PROPERTY TAX LEVY FOR FISCAL YEAR 2023” and moved the same be adopted. Seconded by Reitsma, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:
AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Back, and Reitsma.
NAYES: None

Motion carried: 5-0.
Zeutenhorst led the council through a budget session for Fiscal Year 22-23, walking through notable changes from the current year. 
The Council set a date for a public hearing on the 2022-2023 Fiscal Year Budget. The hearing will take place on Monday, March 14th at 5:00 pm in the City Hall Council Chambers.
Wastewater Superintendent, George Schmidt, updated the council on progress at the Wastewater Treatment Facility and mentioned areas that need improvement. Zeutenhorst informed the Council that the existing electrical panel at the facility is beyond the point of repair. The original loan drawn for system improvements to the Wastewater Treatment Facility was $9,000,000. The estimated total cost to repair the electrical panel is $510,000. The existing loan would allow us to finance the repair without seeking additional funding sources.  

Devon Ten Kley has fulfilled his 6-month new hire probationary period. Motion Back, seconded by Visser to increase his hourly rate of pay by 50 cents. Upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Reitsma, and Back.

NAYES: None.

Motion carried: 5-0.

Zeutenhorst provided the council with updates on the storm sewer drainage project on Eastern. A discussion was also held on the need to look into options for the repair/repaving of both Carroll Street and Sibley Street. 

Under new business, Councilmen Back relayed concerns from citizens on parking violations repeatedly taking place on Summit Street. The council discussed the placement of “No Parking” signs on the west side of that street. 
Also under new business, Public Works Superintendent Adam Roelfs obtained his Wastewater I Certification. Motion Devitt, seconded by Visser to increase Roelfs’ hourly pay rate by 50 cents. Upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

AYES: Visser, Wiekamp, Devitt, Reitsma, and Back.

NAYES: None.

Motion carried: 5-0.

The next regular City Council meeting will be held Monday, March 14th, 2022 at 5:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of Sanborn City Hall.
