Visitor Kelli Van Gelder made the council aware of her plans for Railroad Days in collaboration with Bert Van Dam.  Van Gelder requested trash receptacles be placed on Main Street for use during the parade.  Lyman to retrieve trash receptacles from the Fire Station to provide for the parade.  City office to order two dumpsters from Brommer Sanitation to be placed behind the Light Plant Warehouse for the trash receptacles to be dumped in to.  Discussion was held regarding portable toilets and barricades.  Van Gelder requested that the Council approve the closure of Main Street from 2nd Street to 3rd Street on Friday, July 23rd at 5:00 pm to Saturday, July 24th at 3:00 am, and Saturday, July 24th at 5:00 pm to Sunday, July 25th at 3:00 a.m.  Motion Visser, seconded by Back to approve the street closure between those hours, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Visitor Connie Alberts requested approval to bring 6 benches for seating from the shed at the golf course to be placed along Main Street for the public to use.  The benches would be removed before snow removal becomes necessary.  It was the consensus of the Council to approve her request. 

Councilman Visser requested that one of the City employees use the street sweeper on Main Street on the morning of Saturday, July 24th prior to the parade.  

Back introduced Resolution #2021-15 “A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO MAKE THE APPROPRIATE INTERFUND TRANSFERS OF SUMS AND RECORD THE SAME IN THE APPROPRIATE MANNER FOR FY 2021 FOR THE CITY OF SANBORN,IOWA” and moved the same be adopted.  Seconded by Visser, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

Visser introduced Resolution #2021-16 “A RESOLUTION TO SET THE WAGES AND SALARIES FOR THE CITY EMPLOYEES FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1ST, 2021 AND ENDING JUNE 30TH, 2020” and moved the same be adopted. Seconded by Back, and upon the roll being called the following named members of the council voted:

Councilmember Back introduced Ordinance #224 entitled “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 92 SECTION 92.02 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF SANBORN, IOWA, WHICH FIXES THE RATES TO BE CHARGED BY THE WATERWORKS OPERATED BY THE CITY OF SANBORN, IOWA, AND TO PROVIDE A METHOD OF ENFORCEMENT” and moved to waive the requirement that the ordinance be considered at three readings. Councilmember Wiekamp seconded the motion to waive the requirement that ordinance be considered at three readings.  Upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

A discussion was held regarding necessary street repairs on O’Brien Street.

Zeutenhorst provided an update to the Council on the trails project, storm sewer project, and Hwy 18 Crossing signs. 

Mayor Lyman provided a brief update on land potential for a new tree dump site.
